community. These improvements should create a cohesive, inviting
environment. The program provides dollars for actual project costs,
Up to $8,000 per property address, to commercial property owners
andfor merchants for exterior building and site improvements. Priarity
will be given to fagade restoration projects. Approved projects will be
funded on a fist-come, first-served basis untl all funds are expended.

Applications may be submitted by the property owner, sole proprietor
or CEC of any business. Individuals in connection with the implemen-
tation of this program are not eligible.

e Allwork must be done on the exterior of the building/property and
resultin a publicly visible improvement

e Allwork done must be in accordance with the City of Brillion Mu-
nicipal Code and all required permits must be obtained. Wark
must include the correction of any known exterior building code
violations.

e Woark in progress or performed prior to project approval will not be
eligible for funding.

e Funds may be used for, but are limited to the following uses: exte-
rior building materials, paint, awnings, windows, doors, landscap-
ing, fencing, lighting or signs.
